4. The winner will be invited to attend the local Whitetails Unlimited Banquet in April to be recognized.
Disbursement of Funds:
1. Each winner will receive $500 to be used toward college expenses.
2. Payment will be mailed to winners address after receiving a copy of their fall college schedule.  *Schedule can be mailed to the same address as application.
